In relation to your comments regarding teacher-librarians, global funding
arrangements have operated for all schools since 1991 in order to increase schools’
flexibility in utilising funds and to include school staff and other stakeholders in the
decision making process to meet school objectives.

Each school principal in conjunction with the school finance committee determines
how available funds are applied to meet the school's educational priorities and
curriculum requirements, including the purchase of textbooks and library and
classroom resources.
